The way to overcome evil is ook up,
and keep our eyes fixed on Jesus, “on
whom faith depends from start to finish”.
St Paul wanted to take hold of Christ's
purpose for him: perfection.

Perhaps the final exhortation
should be tdook lively, to be energetic
and active as Christians, living life to the
full now in the way that God intends.
