Minutes of a Meeting of Modbury Parish Council held on Monday 14th February 2011 in the annexe of the Memorial Hall.
Present: Mr Watts (Chairman). Mesdames Flood & Pickles. Messrs Fielden, Jeynes, Preston, Rickman, Rosevear, Weeks & West.
Apologies: Mr Lawrence.
Also Present: Councillor Mumford, Don Masters, John Halliday (SW Highways) & Mike Baker (Jacobs Contractors). 
County Councillor’s Report: 

Cllr Mumford commented on the selection of Umwelt as the preferred bidder to build an energy from waste plant at Devonport. In his opinion this was the correct decision although it was noted that Viridor would continue to campaign for their site at New England Quarry.
Devon County Council budget had been agreed in Cabinet and would be ratified in Council this week. He outlined again the budget deficiencies and the steps taken to minimise the impact on local services.  Devon CC were also looking at substantial management changes/reductions.
A discussion took place regarding arrangements for the impending major road works in the town with input from Mr Halliday and Mr Baker. The arrangements for the shuttle bus service including pick up points were also discussed.
Cllr Mumford reported that the tree in Champernowne, subject of previous concerns, had been felled after an agreement with Highways over funding for the work. Mr Weeks thanked him for his co-operation.
The illegal encampment at Leigh Cross was discussed with Councillor Mumford outlining the current position from a County perspective. There was a fundamental problem insofar that there was no alternative site to offer to the ‘traveller’. Members agreed that the current position was unacceptable with little or no action from either Devon CC or SHDC.
District Councillor’s Report:

Mr Fielden reported that SHDC’s full Council had approved the proposed budget cuts. Another staff ‘trimming’ exercise aimed at top/middle management would take place after the local council elections.
The LDF Rural Areas DPD Inspectors’ Report had been published; SHDC’s proposals were ‘sound’. Site RA1 was now designated as an area of development. The next step would be consultation with SHDC/ the developer to determine the size/number of dwellings. The PC would have an input into these discussions.   

Minutes of the Meeting of 10th January were circulated. Proposed by Mr Rickman, seconded by Mrs Flood and agreed unanimously that this was a true record. The Minutes were signed by the Chairman.

This letter and a letter of support from the Parish Council 
    had been forwarded to SHDC who would now place the order for the equipment. 
6) SHDC/Modbury Society-provision of replacement notice board etc (Min 10.73) Clerk to 
    ascertain the balance in the Public Space Capital Fund and place the order for the notice board. 
7) Christmas Lights-Locality Budget bid (Min 10.104) Enquiries had revealed that Devon CC had 
    ‘lost’ the paperwork after submission by Cllr Mumford. Clerk to re-apply.
