Minutes of a Meeting of Modbury Parish Council held on Monday 14th March 2011 in the annexe of the Memorial Hall.

There were no parishioners present.

County Councillor’s Report:

Cllr Mumford commented on the recent road works in town and thanked the Parish Council for their support. He briefly outlined flooding issues outside the Exeter Inn and the recommended remedy. 

Illegal encampment at Leigh Cross-Cllr Mumford stated that a joint meeting between Devon CC and SHDC would try and resolve this matter. The requirement for any successful court proceedings to remove the individual would be dependent on an alternative approved traveller site being available. Unfortunately there are currently no pitches available. 
Mr Rosevear joined the Meeting at this point.

Mr Lawrence reported that Devon CC planned to reduce their grass cutting schedule from six to two cuts per season. Cllr Mumford commented that there would be some flexibility but the cuts were assessed on need.
This Council’s request for additional grit bins was still under review.

District Councillors’ Reports:

Mr Fielden outlined SHDC’s Rate Demands for 2011/12 which excluded Devon CC, Fire & Rescue Service and Police elements. 

He briefly remarked on the recent roadworks.  Agreed to write to Cllr John Tucker, the Leader of SHDC, to thank him on behalf of residents for the free parking arrangements in Poundwell car parks during the works.

Mr Lawrence would comment on District issues as they arose in the Agenda,.
Minutes of the Meeting of 14th February were circulated. Proposed by Mr Rickman, seconded by Mr Rosevear and agreed unanimously that this was a true record. Minutes were signed by the Chairman.

Proposed by Mr West, seconded by Mr Rickman and agreed unanimously to 
     place the Millennium Meadow as a standing item on future agenda in order to focus the issue.
 2) Devon CC-Locality Budget grant for Christmas Lights (Matters Arising 14.02.11) The grant 
     application had been resubmitted and the Clerk confirmed that £500.00 had been paid by BACS. 

 3) SHDC- LDF Site Allocations Development Plan-Adopted Plan (Min 11.107) Noted. Messrs 
     Rosevear & West declared an interest in this item.

 4) SHDC-Capital Space Improvement Grant for notice board etc (Matters Arising 14.02.11) The 
     Clerk confirmed that the replacement notice board had been ordered. A suggestion from SHDC 
     that the perimeter fencing and gates be replaced at the play area using the residue from the 
     above Grant were discussed. It was the considered view that this replacement is the responsibility 
     of SHDC as they erected the fencing initially. Clerk to discuss with SHDC. The purchase of 
     additional Parish seats was a consideration for the remaining Grant.   
 5) Devon CC-Roadworks, central Modbury (Matters Arising 14.02.11) The consensus was that the 
     works had gone smoothly. Minor issues with signage were quickly resolved with co-operation 
     between all parties. It was pleasing to see the work completed well ahead of schedule. Clerk to 
     write a letter of thanks to all parties. 
 6) Devon CC-grass cutting (Min 11.13) Mr Lawrence outlined proposals that would reduce Devon 
     CC grass cutting from six cuts to two. Members considered this unacceptable. Proposed by Mr
     Cole, seconded by Mr Rickman and agreed unanimously to write to Devon CC. Clerk to also 
     arrange a quote from SHDC for cutting currently undertaken by Devon CC. 
 7) SHDC-Illegal encampment at Leigh Cross (Matters Arising 14.02.11) Acknowledgment 
     received from Chief Executive. Also briefly discussed under ‘County Councillor’s Report’.
 8) Tenancy Agreement of garage at Palm Cross Green (Min 11.03) Mrs Doddridge had queried a 
     number of issues prior to signature. Clerk to discuss with her.
 9) SHDC-dog fouling at Champernowne (Min 11.10 (i)) SHDC’s Dog Warden confirmed that 

     Champernowne would now be included on his routine patrols.
