This Easter | spent 3 weeks with my daughter Sarah in a
small, very poor village, high up in the Indian Himalayas,
where, thanks to the generosity of Modbury folk (plus a
little help from friends) a primary school has been built
and 10 teachers a&rsponsored.

The story began 3 years ago, when Sarah visited

Lamagaon and met an incredible Indian family who were

trying to provide an education for poor children of
illiterate parents. Since then, the community in Modbury
has responded by raising £0®to build a new school and
continues to support the growing number of students,
almost 100 between the ages of 3 and 13. It was a
humbling experience to see children walking to school for
an hour or more over the mountains, the little ones
helped by olde brothers and sisters.

We went out laden with lap tops, DVDs, story books (the
Hungry Caterpillar and the Gruffalo proved as popular
there as with our children) blutak, cream of tar (vital
playdough ingredien} balloons, stickers etc. Modbury
SchoolChildren sent messages on video which were a
great success.
