A number of you have asked me for 
information about parking permits. 
Information about the range of 
permits is available on the SHDC 
website but the £21 permit is worth 
noting here.....

Start with a hearty breakfast at Elviras Café and 
see the knitted version portrayed in bronze on their wall, 
continue through Royal William Yard, Stonehouse, Millbay, 
The Hoe, Barbican, Cattedown, Oreston, Mount Batten and 
finally to Jennicliffe.  
 

Along the way learn about the Codeword and Sherlock

knew that was there)? Learn the history of the sea-plane 
and decode more telegraphic messages. 
 

The whole walk is 10 miles but we did it in two parts 
(Jennicliffe to the Barbican, returning by the ferry one day 
and from the ferry stage to Barbican, and back, on Day 2). 
Parking is then easy and free.  
 

There is a souvenir booklet, available to purchase from us, 
or as a download, and also an mp3 podcast narrated by 
Edward Woodward describing the route and what you will 
see. 
 

The next stage we tackled was Jennicliffe (free parking) to 
Wembury, just over 5 miles with some steep inclines and 
steps. A beautiful walk through shaded woodland past the 
breakwater and Fort Bovisand, through Heybrook Bay with 
great views of the Great Mew Stone, and into Wembury for 
a well earned cup of tea at Wembury café. 
 

Finally, an evening stroll from Wembury church to the end 
of Warren Point, alongside the estuary and overlooking 
Noss Mayo & Newton Ferrers. First stage of the SW Coastal 
Path in Devon now fully completed!  
 

More details can be found at www.southwestcoastpath.com  
For a less energetic day why not try a scenic train ride to 
picturesque Looe along the scenic Looe Valley Line from 
Liskeard. Why not go for lunch? There is a wide choice of 
restaurants to suit all tastes and pockets. We plumped for 
eating al fresco at the Old Sail Loft in Quay Street; the fish 
comes fresh from the quayside in one of the oldest 
properties in Looe with excellent service, and quality food. 
 

Train tickets are just £5 return from Plymouth (use the 
Ivybridge Park and Ride to save the city traffic, but check 

timings carefully, or use the bus).  Full details are in the 
leaflet from the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership available 
from our office.
