DISTRICT COUNCILLOR 
REPORT 

 

Hello everyone! 
In the last few Messengers I have 
made comments which I hoped 
would be of some relevance to you. I 
now intend to give these reports a 
structure around relevant national, 
regional/local and parish matters, 
but perhaps not always so long as 
we have missed a month. So here 
goes..... 
 

If you want to make your views 
known on the Open Public Services 
White Paper now is the time to do 
it.  The paper sets out how the 
government will improve public 
services so it is worth making your 
voice heard.     
 

Choice, decentralization, diversity, 
fairness and accountability are the 
key principles. You can find out 
more about this and IMPORTANTLY 
give your views on the Open Public 
Services website.  
 

The government is currently looking 
at what can be done to bring the 
25,000 or so empty homes in the 
West Country back in to housing 
use. It was reported in the Western 
Morning News that the 
government will be posting plans 
next month.  
 
SHDC already has an Empty Homes 
Strategy for people who own empty 
properties and who would be willing 
to bring them back in to use for 
rented housing.  
 
This is an excellent strategy and it 
seems timely to mention it. If you 
are an owner of an empty property 
or know someone who is - please 
don't hesitate to contact me and I 
can point you in the right direction. 
 

You will no doubt have seen in the 
press - both national and local - that

Council Tax discount on second homes. However, you may 
not be aware that SHDC recently received an award and 
were national runners up for their partnership working in 
the shared services programme with West Devon. Much 
joint working is done between the two authorities and 
there are many savings to be made by working together. 
We train together and share ideas which can help take the 
council forward. My experience of this shared programme 
is very positive. 
 

Members and officers of Devon County Council, South 
Hams District Council and local parishes (including 
Modbury) recently met to discuss new ways of working 
together - driven in part by Localism.  One of the 
suggestions was to have a Link Officer for the ward - 
probably one officer for several wards. My own view is 
that this could work but it will need to a be a well defined 
role so that the difference between the councillor role and 
the officer role is clear and complimentary otherwise it 
could be inefficient and confusing.  
 

As yet there is no clear definition and the Link Officer role 
is just an idea. I would like to hear your views, or ideas, or 
questions, so please let me know and I could take them 
forward. I will keep you posted about this and other 
information from the cluster meeting as it rolls out.  
 

Finally, I must make an important point about 
safety. Many of you know that I was bitten by a dog when 
posting a campaign leaflet through a door. I had no 
warning of the presence of a dog and it did not bark. The 
bite itself was very painful and needed treatment and the 
sudden nature of the attack left me in shock. It is possible 
that such a bite could have caused serious damage on 
smaller fingers.  
 

I urge all dog owners to alert people to the presence of a 
dog in the house (with a sticker in the window - I am sure 
that the local pet shop would know how to obtain one, or 
try Pickles) and even better, put a cage around the letter 
box. While I do know the hazards of posting leaflets (even 
if I lost my concentration for a costly moment) young 
people may not, and could suffer a very nasty injury. I say 
this with the thought that scouts may well be dropping 
leaflets, or other young people will be helping out with 
dropping cards at Christmas.  Perhaps parents could warn 
young deliverers not to put their hands through the post 
boxes. Meanwhile, a very big thank you to all the people 
who helped me on that evening;  it was nice to feel such 
community spirit!

The Totnes & South Hams link of 
the national charity Chernobyl 
/ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ [ƛŦŜƭƛƴŜ ƛǎ ƭƻƻƪƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ 
families to host a group of ten 10-
year-old children from Belarus 
over Easter next year.  
 

This follows the visit this year ς 
the twenty-fifth anniversary of 
the nuclear disaster ς of 8 
Ukrainian children, who were 
given a month of fresh air and 
healthy food in the South Hams.  
 
Children in many areas of Belarus 
and parts of northern Ukraine are 
still suffering from the effects of 
radiation and will do so for 
generations to come.  
 

The soil is contaminated, as is the 
food they eat and the milk they 
drink. Even today, children are 
being born with life-threatening 
conditions, ranging from cancer to 
thyroid problems and weakened 
immune systems.  
 

It is estimated that 4 weeks in a 
clean and healthy environment 
can add a further two years to 
their life expectancy.

Within weeks the 
German armies were at the 
French coast and looking across at 
Britain, a country still reeling from 
the opening salvoes of the war. It 
seemed impossible that she 
would be able to resist invasion. 
 

But between the Nazis and glory 
stood more than just the pilots of 
Fighter Command.  There was 
Bomber and Coastal Command, 
the Royal Navy and the incredible 
Auxiliary Patrol Service.  In this

was truly a national effort, and 
one that had been considerably 
better prepared for than the 
German attack.

Tuesday was Wales, following the 
River Usk and then up between the 
Black Mountains and the Brecon 
Beacons due north to Builth Wells 
and Wrexham, then through the 
Birkenhead tunnel under the Mersey 
to an overnight stop North of 
Preston.
