We know that the project to eliminate the use, by traders, 
of plastic bags in Modbury has prompted many column 
inches of reportage in newspapers and magazines 
throughout the world ς and some TV highlights - which 
have been the inspiration for communities elsewhere to 
attempt to follow our example.  Andy Curshen represents 
the Glen Rock Environmental Commission in New Jersey, 
USA and he contacted us to discuss an initiative, 
sponsored by them, to tackle the plastic bag blight in his 
town.   
 

The Modbury idea of designing a canvas re-usable bag has 
been appropriated and is being progressed, while Andy is 
negotiating with their local IƛƎƘ {ŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ !Ǌǘ 5ŜǇŀǊǘƳŜƴǘ 
to organise a competition among the students for the best 
design. They have even managed to obtain some funding 
for their project.  Those of you in Modbury who took up 
the challenge to arrest the damage done to wildlife and 
the environment by discarded plastic bags can feel very 
gratified that not only did you succeed in your endeavour 
in our small town, but that your efforts have been 
recognised and imitated by others.

Fragrance in our lives 
 

It seems that summer has finally been and 
gone although we may still get some good 
sunny days during the month.  Summer 
holidays have been and gone and probably 
are now a distant memory, if we were lucky 
enough to get one.  School holidays are 
well behind us and the prospect of the 
Christmas holidays are looming far too fast.  
The whole year is passing us by far too fast 
and will soon also have been and gone to 
be replaced by another that will pass by 
just as fast and so things come and things 
go.  People come and go, possibly touching 
our lives just for a brief moment but having 
some influence on us just the same, very 
often without us realising it.  Most things 
then are transient but nevertheless they 
leave their mark.    
 

Where then are the constants in our lives?  
We are all unique and therefore will have 
differing constants on which to rely.  One of 
these must surely be God, our creator.

The uses of lavender are many and varied 
but it is generally accepted that its 
fragrance can aid people to unwind and 
relax, be less stressed.  If we touch 
lavender either by accident or on purpose it 
leaves its scent on whatever has touched it.  
The scent of the lavender then goes with 
you everywhere.  So it is with the Holy 
Spirit. 
 

The Holy Spirit lives in us even though it is 
difficult to understand because the Spirit is 
something we cannot see.  It is like the 
wind which we can hear, but cannot see, or 
the fragrance which we smell, but cannot 
see.  After we have touched a lavender 
plant we will smell its scent on our hands 
and clothes, even though we cannot see it.  
The fragrance goes with us everywhere.  
The Holy Spirit is like that.  He also goes 

with us everywhere, reminding us of the 
presence of God, helping us to make good 
choices and have a less stressful life.
