THE GREEN CORNER 
There are now quite a few homes in Modbury with Photo-
Voltaic panels on their roofs producing free electricity to be 
used in the home, with excess being sold at a premium 
back to the National Grid. 
 

¢ƘŜ DƻǾŜǊƴƳŜƴǘΩǎ CŜŜŘ-in Tariff, designed to kick-start the 
PV renewable energy industry, has been so successful that 
they are now having to reduce the amount paid to 
householders.  Even so, with the price of solar panels 
reducing month by month, and installation costs falling, it is 
still a viable investment, both financially and 
environmentally.  Interest rates on savings are very low, so 
investing in a system not only shows a good tax-free return 
on the capital and increases the value of the property, but 
more importantly, it reduces green-house emissions and 
makes the country less reliant on imported fuel and gas.   
 

Here in the South West we have higher than average light 
levels throughout the year so PV is more effective and we 
also seem to pay more for electricity than many parts of the 
UK, and it is unlikely to go down in price.  It is certainly 
worth investigating ς ask someone who has had it installed.  
There are some excellent experienced local companies, but 
there are stories of a few rogue traders from further afield 
taking advantage.

(b) No problem with this objective, despite a marked 
reduction in the pre-match intake of alcohol and the
