Dear Friends and Neighbours 
I hope that those who read this will include 

those who do not go to church as well as 

those who do. In every village in England 

there is a church or chapel.  In some there 

are two or more, or some already sold off 

for other uses.  These buildings are usually 

listed, and the churches hold in their fabric 

an historical record of their communities.    
 

There are objects of great value, carvings, 

stonework, screens and stained glass, as 

well as costly organs and even more costly 

bells.  Safely hidden away are silver and 

gold plates and chalices, beautiful Bibles, 

records of baptisms, marriages, deaths and 

burials. But they are not there as museums, 

a record of the past.  They were built to 

provide a place sheltered from the wind 

and the rain where a person could stand or 

kneel on ground set apart for prayer and 

worship, a place for quiet and reflection, 

but also a place for the common worship of 

the community in song and word.  A place 

to hear the word of God read from the 

scriptures or to hear it explained in simple 

terms by someone who was given by the 

community time to discover the truth of a 

God who loves us.  The church was built for 

the community to share in the risen life of 

Christ, life of another kind made available 

ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ DƻŘΩǎ ƎƛŦǘ ƻŦ ƘƛƳǎŜƭŦ ƛƴ WŜǎǳǎ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ 

cross.  In meeting together to break bread 

and share his cup, through his Holy Spirit 

those who worship are renewed. 
 

What I am saying is this: every local church 

building belongs to the whole community, 

not just as a piece of heritage or historical 

phenomenon.  It is part of the character of 

the village (tower or spire etc).  If you are 

reading this, would it be possible to suggest 

that as a member of this community you 

have some responsibility to see that this 

community asset (like a pub or a shop) is 

well preserved for posterity?  It is open free 

of charge for everyone, including those 

with second homes, but because of its 

nature it is costly to maintain.  In the 

Scandinavian countries church buildings are 

maintained by government. 
 

But my purpose is not to beg but to say the 

church (the living fellowship of the church) 

is yours too.  Perhaps you do not come to 

church because in your mind it is made up 

of OAPs, is old fashioned, there was or is a 

personality clash, the services are not your 

style or you did come but stopped for some 

reason such as bereavement.  Perhaps you 

were not baptised, did not have a Christian 

upbringing or were not confirmed, and feel 

excluded.  Whatever the reason, the church 

is still yours.  Why not lift the latch, come in 

for a prayer, and ask God for your next 

move?  If it helps, ring or talk to one of the 

clergy or church staff. 
 

Make it a Happy New Year.

MODBURY TOWN SQUARE  
 
 

Following the well attended public meeting on 10th 

November the Parish Council endorsed the Halcrow 
report on the feasibility of a Town Square on the car 
park behind the White Hart. The Council were of the 
opinion that the square would be of significant value 
to the town for the potential economic, social and 
physical benefits it would bring.  
 

 
The Council has agreed that a small group of 
councillors and former members of the Town Square 
group should continue by: 
 

ü investigating funding options; 
ü discussing in greater detail arrangements and 

options with the various landowners and lease-
holders and with South Hams District Council; 

ü exploring possible uses of the small redundant 
barn adjacent to the site.  

 

Detailed plans will need to be prepared and progress 
reports will be given to the Parish Council on a 
regular basis and reported in the Messenger.  
 

 
 

PALM CROSS GREEN 
DEVELOPMENT SITE  

 
 

This site to the west of Palm Cross Green is allocated 
for housing and industrial uses in the South Hams 
development plan. Before any work can start on the 
ǎƛǘŜ ŀ ΨaŀǎǘŜǊ tƭŀƴΩ has to be approved by South 
Hams DC. The agents for the principal owners have 
held meetings with SHDC and the Parish Council to 
discuss how best to proceed. 
 

The Master Plan has to be prepared with wide 
community consultation to ensure that as far as 
possible community wishes are incorporated. In the 
2007 Parish Plan there were aspirations for: 
 

ü affordable housing, possibly run by a Community 
Land Trust;  

ü improvements to the road network to make the 
Palm Cross junction safer for pedestrians and car 
users;  

ü improved parking provision;  
ü better community facilities. 

A group comprising representatives of various local 
organisations, the Parish Council, the agents and 
SHDC will develop the Master Plan over the next few 
months. Public meetings will be held and comments 
are welcome, via the Parish Office.

By the time you read this Christmas will be over and 
January will be upon us. So I would like to take this 
opportunity to wish all of you a very happy and 
prosperous new year. A lot of exciting things are 
happening  here in 2012 and I look forward to it all with 
relish!  
 

Help with your New Year Resolution 
If one of your New Year resolutions is to improve your 
fitness level then please give Walk and Talk a try. You may 
have seen some of the posters around the town but there 
is a notice in this newsletter too. Thank you to all those 
residents who braved the wind and rain to support the 
first taster walk. This is a good opportunity for the town 
and your support is very much appreciated. 
 

Development of RA1 - update 
a) Where are we up to? 
Two months ago I reported briefly on a meeting between 
SHDC officers, relevant district councillors and Fuse 
architects. Fuse are Dartington based architects who are 
the current developers on the RA1 site - some of you may 
ƘŀǾŜ ƳŜǘ ǘƘŜƳ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ²ƘŀǘΩǎ hƴ Lƴ aƻŘōǳǊȅ ŜǾŜƴǘ ƭŀǎǘ 
Spring. 
 

A year ago the Local Development Framework 
development plan finally identified sites RA1 and RA2 for 
mixed use development including housing (55% 
affordable) and employment land. The Parish Plan 2007 
identified a range of aspirations which could be achieved 
through this development. Since the finalisation of the 
SHDC planning framework the planners have developed a 
master planning template. I think that it will be good idea 
for us to adopt this here in Modbury because I believe it 
will maximise our chances of having our say in shaping a 
development that will have a significant impact on the 
town. It will help to bring a structure to the collaborations 
and consultation. The template is in its draft form and we 
can trial it here in relation to the development of RA1 land 
to the west of Palm Cross Green. 
 

b) What is the purpose of the master planning template? 
In sum, the template sets out five stages (steered by a 
forum) for the community to work through. A master plan 
is produced by the end of stage three which then informs 
the planning application which is prepared in stage four. 
The master plan itself is a document (with a likely mix of 
sketches and text) which shows the desired layout and 
type of land use, access, roads and paths. It will give a feel 
for how the development fits in with the rest of the town 
and how it is connected, the facilities it provides and the 
overall character. While the master plan has to be 
approved it does not mean that this will be ultimately 
what the town gets BUT it is a reference by which we can 
measure any final application.  
 
 
 

c) Where are we now in relation to the master planning 
process? 
We are at the very beginnings of stage one ς which 
includes defining the forum. Surveys of the site and the 
surroundings may take place in this first stage and views 
of different representative groups may be gathered. A 
draft timetable needed to progress the planning can be 
established too - although as with the master planning 
process this can be flexible to take account of the factors 
in working in the real world. 
 

Master planning demands openness and transparency, 
but it also needs members of the community to take an 
interest.  Collaboration can be achieved through a variety 
ƻŦ ƳŜŀƴǎ ŀǘ ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴǘ ǘƛƳŜǎΧΦ tǳōƭƛŎ ƳŜŜǘƛƴƎǎΣ ōƭƻƎǎΣ 
questionnaires, workshops, presentations, and of course it 
will be an agenda item of the Parish CƻǳƴŎƛƭ ƳŜŜǘƛƴƎǎΧΦΦ 
So there will be hopefully an opportunity to suit you.  
Although there will be a forum steering the process this 
does not mean that the views of those beyond the forum 
or groups do not count. The views of everyone are 
important. 
 

I will keep you updated and let you know about each stage 
in the process ahead of when it happens. Meanwhile, if 
you have any other queries about this or any other matter
